“It was the best mission trip ever,” or so said one of our students who has been on a whole string of
mission trips. It also had several unique elements to it. Rather than the normal paint up, fix up, hot and
sweaty experiences of the past, our students ran a VBS for the Tutuilla Presbyterian Church on the Umatilla
Indian Reservation. This is one of the oldest congregations in the Pacific Northwest. Our students led the
morning gathering, the music, crafts, and recreation. They assisted in teaching the Bible lessons. Most im-
portantly, they made some new friends with some very impressionable young people, many of whom did
not much about Jesus. Aside from leading VBS, there were museum trips, some swimming, Bible study,
and movies. They were chased back to their Tepees around 12pm to begin the day at 7:00am for breakfast.
We were treated to a Salmon dinner and heard from two Chiefs who are members of the congregation.
They shared about their culture, their life on the reservation and their personal struggles. It was wonderful
to hear the work God has done in their lives and how God is now using them in leadership. We witnessed
some different cultural practices particularly with gravesites. A cemetery is on the property of the church,
with graves dating back into the 1800’s. Be sure to ask a Jr. or Sr. High youth about it.

We discovered that our native American friends have a lot in common with us. We also discovered that sins
of the past are still present so that trust and suspicion of non-native Americans still runs high, and it took
some time to bridge that gap. Unfortunately we also learned about the sins of the past which fostered the
mistrust. Some of those sins were committed in the name of Jesus.

Our group of nine students and four adults had a great time working together, and serving that congrega-
tion. One of the members of the church thanked me and was impressed that these students would give up
some of their summer vacation to serve them.
